Child Care Tax Credit and Additional Child Tax Credit
The Child Tax Credit is a nonrefundable credit and may be as much as $1,000 per qualifying child depending upon your income. The Child Tax Credit reduces taxes you may owe.

The Additional Child Tax Credit is a refundable credit and may give you a refund even if you do not owe any tax. File Form 8812 to claim the Additional Child Tax Credit.
